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Introduction

The idea of a United Nations Day of Vesak first arose in 1999 when
representatives from 34 countries proposed to the General Assembly of
the United Nations that the full moon day in the month of May be recognized
and observed at the United Nations Headquarters and its Regional Offices as
the United Nations Day of Vesak. The General Assembly so resolved (Agenda
Item 174 of Session No. 54) and accordingly the UN Day of Vesak was instituted
in the year 2000 with the support of all Buddhist traditions. Every year since
the resolution was passed by the General Assembly of the United Nations,
the thrice-sacred day of Vesak (Vesak Day commemorates the Birth,
Enlightenment, and Passing Away of the Buddha) has been internationally
celebrated by Buddhists around the world, and a brief description of the Vesak
Days to date follows:

On 25 May 2004, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and ICDV
held the World Buddhist Leaders Conference on the International Recognition of
the Day of Vesak at Buddhamonthon, Nakhon Pathom Province, in the Kingdom
of Thailand. The conference emphasized that Buddhism should be studied,
practiced, propagated, and protected, and that joint Vesak Day celebrations
should be held at the United Nations Headquarters and at UN regional offices.
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During the period of 18-21 May 2005, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and ICDV hosted the 2"
International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak at the Buddhamonthon Conference Hall, Nakhon
Pathom Province, in the Kingdom of Thailand. The conference was largely concerned with promoting and supporting
sustainable development. The conference members reached a resolution that stated that Buddhamonthon should be
recognized as the center of world Buddhism, and it should play a leading role in coordinating Buddhist institutions and
in promoting and sharing Dhamma resources.

During the period of 7-10 May 2006, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and ICDV, in conjunction with
the Sangha Supreme Council and the Thai Government, hosted the 3™ International Buddhist Conference on the United
Nations Day of Vesak at Buddhamonthon, Nakhon Pathom Province, and at the United Nations Conference Centre in
Bangkok. The themes of conference included world peace, cooperation between all schools of Buddhism, sustainable
development, and the sufficiency-economy theories of His Majesty King Bhumibol. The 2006 Vesak Day celebrations also
marked the auspicious occasion of the 60™ Anniversary of the accession to the throne of His Majesty King Bhumibol
Adulyadej.

During the period 26 - 29 May 2007, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, in conjunction with ICDV and
the Sangha Supreme Council hosted the 4th International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak at
Buddhamonthon, and at the United Nations Conference Centre in Bangkok. The conference theme was Buddhism and
good governance, and the conference also marked the auspicious occasion of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s
80 Birthday.
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During the period 14-17 May 2008, the 5th International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak
was organized at the National Convention Centre in Hanoi, Vietnam. The main theme of the conference was Buddhist
contributions to building a just, democratic and civilized society.

During the period 4-6 May 2009, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, in conjunction with ICDV and
the Sangha Supreme Council hosted the 6th International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak at
Buddhamonthon, Nakhon Pathom Province, and at the United Nations Conference Centre in Bangkok, Thailand. The main
theme of the conference was “The Buddhist Approach to Economic Crisis”.

During the period 23-25 May 2010, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, in conjunction with ICDV and
the Sangha Supreme Council, and with some patronage from the ITRI of Japan, hosted the 7 International Buddhist
Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak at the MCU Main Campus, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya Province, at the United
Nations Conference Centre in Bangkok, and at Buddhamonthon, Nakhon Pathom Province, in the Kingdom of Thailand.
The main theme of the conference was “Global Recovery: The Buddhist Perspective.”

During the period 11-14 May 2011, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, in conjunction with ICDV and
the Sangha Supreme Council hosted the 8th International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak
at MCU Main Campus, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya Province, at the United Nations Conference Centre in Bangkok, and
at Buddhamonthon, Nakhon Pathom Province, in the Kingdom of Thailand. The main theme of the conference was
“Buddhist Virtues in Socio-Economic Development.”

Thailand would host the 9th International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak 2012.
The International Council for the Day of Vesak (ICDV) decided that the United Nations Day of Vesak
celebrations in 2012 would also mark the special occasion of Buddhajayanti: the 2600 years of the Buddha’s
Enlightenment; the 80" Birthday of Her Majesty the Queen; and the 60" Birthday of His Royal Highness
the Crown Prince Vajiralongkorn of Thailand.

The main theme of the 9™ International Buddhist Conference on United Nations Day of Vesak 2012 was
“The Buddha’s Enlightenment for the Well-Being of Humanity.” The conference also featured symposiums
on the themes of (1) Buddhist Wisdom and Reconciliation, (2) Buddhist Wisdom and Environment and
(3) Buddhist Wisdom and Human Transformation.

The Most Ven. Prof. Dr. Phra Dharmakosajarn, Rector of
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and president of the
International Council for the Day of Vesak (ICDV), said that a total of
5,000 people from 85 countries had attended the 8" United Nations Day
of Vesak held in Thailand over the period 12-14 May 2011. The 2011
Conference had “Buddhist Virtues in Socio-Economic Development”
as its main theme, and the conference also marked the auspicious
occasion of the 84" Birthday of His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulayadej
of Thailand. The joint statement from that meeting declared that no
country had been chosen to host the celebration of the 9" United Nations
Day of Vesak 2012, and that the 2012 celebration Vesak would be of
major importance as it was to commemorate the 2600 years of the
Buddha’s Enlightenment.

Over the period 8-9 October 2011, the board of the International
Council for the Day of Vesak chose Thailand to be host for the
celebrationofthe 9"United Nations Day of \lesak2012. The International
Council for the Day of Vesak (ICDV) decided that the 2012 (B.E. 2555)
United Nations Day of Vesak celebrations would be a special occasion
celebrating Buddhajayanti: the 2600 years of the Buddha’s
Enlightenment, the 80" Birthday of Her Majesty the Queen and
the 60" Birthday of His Royal Highness the Crown Prince.
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The main purposes of the 9" United Nations Day of Vesak 2012 were
to celebrate the 2600 years of the Buddha’s Enlightenment under
the main theme of “The Buddha’s Enlightenment for the Well-Being
of Humanity” The event was planned to be held in Ayutthaya and
Bangkok, Thailand, from 31 May to 2 June 2012. The schedule was
decided upon as follows.

On 31 May 2012, the opening ceremony will be at Mahachula
longkornrajavidyalaya University, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya, Thailand.

On 1 June 2012, academic seminars will be held at
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya,
with the three sub-themes: (1) Buddhist Wisdom and Reconciliation,

The International Council for the Day of Vesak (ICDV),
chaired by the Most Ven. Prof. Dr. Phra Dharmakosajarn, Rector of
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and President of the
International Council for the Day of Vesak (ICDV), had a preparatory
meeting for the 9™ International Buddhist Conference on the United
Nations Day of Vesak 2012. The conference and celebrations were
expected to draw a gathering of 5,000 people, including leading
scholars and Buddhist leaders from all of the Buddhist traditions around
the world.

The main highlights of the 9" United Nations Day of \Vesak
Celebrations were declared to be:

1. The special occasion of Buddhajayanti: the 2600 years of the
Buddha’s Enlightenment.

2. The 80" Birthday Anniversary of Her Majesty the Queen and
the 60" Birthday of His Royal Highness the Crown Prince.

3. Partnership and cooperation among Buddhist communities
and Buddhist organizations from ASEAN to the international level in
accordance with government policy

4. Collaboration with the option of utilizing religion for the benefit
of mankind.
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It was also decided that the opening ceremony and the international
seminars would run from 31 May to 1 June 2012 at Mahachulalongkorn-
rajavidyalaya University. Furthermore, the closing ceremony was to be
on 2 June 2012 at the United Nations Conference Centre in Bangkok.

As Minister, | will
take this opportunity to celebrate this huge event and mobilize resources across the country. Therefore, | would
like to invite both government agencies and private organizations to participate in the event.”

The Most Ven. Prof. Dr. Phra Dharmakosajarn, Rector of Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University
and president of the International Council for the Day of Vesak, said: “As MCU has been entrusted by
the Government of Thailand and the Supreme Sangha Council to be host for this event, | would like to take
this opportunity to invite Buddhists around the world to participate in our celebration of Buddhajayanti.
The opening ceremony will be held on 31 may 2012. On 1 June 2012 are the academic seminars. The closing
ceremony will be on 2 June 2012 at the UNCC hall. And in the evening, leading scholars and Buddhist
leaders will go to perform chanting and participate in a candlelit procession at Buddhamonthon, Nakhon
Pathom province.”

3 May 2012

On the afternoon of 3 May 2012, Ven. Prof. Dr. Phra Dharmakosajarn, Rector of Mahachulalongkorn-
rajavidyalaya University and President of the International Council for the Day of Vesak, together with MCU
executives and officers, warmly welcomed the Sri Lankan Ambassador to Thailand, Ayaratna Banda Disanayaka,
and other Sri Lankan officers, to Thailand. The welcome was held in room no. 401, in the Rector’s Office at
MCU, Wang Noi, Ayutthaya Province.
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The main objective of this bilateral meeting was to prepare for the welcoming of His Excellency
Mahinda Rajapaksa, President of Sri Lanka, who was going to visit Thailand as a guest of Thai Government
and join the 9" International Buddhist Conference on the United Nations Day of Vesak Celebrations 2012.

His Excellency President of Sri Lanka was scheduled to join the celebrations for 3 days from 31 May
until 2 June 2012. On the morning of 2 June, the President, in the company of Her Excellency Ms. Yingluck
Shinawatra, the Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Thailand, was to join the celebrations and deliver a speech
at UNCC. Ms. Shinawatra was to welcome the Sri Lankan Prime Minister and also give a speech.

After the meeting, Ven. Prof. Dr. Phra Dharmakosajarn led the Ambassador and his officers on a visit of
Vesak Day Celebration sites.

In pursuance of that Resolution,
we, participants from 85 countries and regions, have come together from 31 May-2 June 2012 (B.E. 2555) for the celebrations
of Buddhajayanti the 2600 Years of the Buddha's Enlightenment; the 80" Birthday of Her Majesty the Queen; the 60" Birthday
of His Royal Highness Prince Vajiralongkorn of Thailand; and, the 2™ Conference of the International Association of Buddhist
Universities (IABU). This gathering was generously hosted by Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University of Thailand and
graciously supported by the Royal Government of Thailand under the guidance of the Supreme Sangha Council of Thailand.

to the social and political conflicts in the world. Especially, the Buddhists of the world seek to promote peace and reconciliation
throughout the world by the skillful application of Buddhist teachings of forgiveness, non-violence, compassion and tolerance;
and, to work tirelessly against the human nature of unlimited desire, hatred and ignorance in order to establish a society which
embraces the values of mankind.

3. In appreciation of the unprecedented increase in environmental disasters facing the world, we promote the greater
awareness of interdependency between human beings and our natural environment.

4. To promote mental, ethical and cognitive transformation in society, we encourage the promotion of the meditation
practices that have been richly preserved in all Buddhist traditions.

5. Commemorating the Buddhajayanti 2600 years of the Buddha's Enlightenment, and mindful of the unanimous support
expressed for the establishment of The Centre of World Buddhism, we recognize and rejoice in the successful roundtable conference
organized on 1 June 2012 at the main campus of the Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University at Wang Noi, Ayutthaya, jointly
by Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University and the National Office of Buddhism. We seek the implementation of the decision
to establish The Centre of World Buddhism for the purposes, among others, of more effective networking for the Buddhist world,
at Buddhamonthon; towards that ends, we also joyfully record the foundation stone laying ceremony for the Centre.

6. Mindful of the close connection that it has with the ICDV, we rejoice in the successful completion of the 2nd Conference
of the International Association of Buddhist Universities which explored the topic of Buddhist Philosophy and Praxis, through a
process of academic deliberation, discussions, and collaboration.
